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II Boot disks

In the past we have been able to place a disk in the drive 
and tum the computer on and "wah-Iah" the system was 
loaded! This made Ine easy for the end user because all 
of the necessary files were contained on that disk, 
therefore recognized by the computer when it was 
turned on. 

Apples' Operating Systems have become so large that 
the Operating System and the Music Writer will not both 
m on one disk. This is why there are two disks. 

1) The "boot" disk containing the Operating System. 

2) The application disk containing the MUSic Writer. 

Q:What does that mean to me as a Pyware™ user? 

A: The computer has to first be turned on with a "boot" 
disk and then a separate disk containing an 
application can be loaded. 

Q:What Is a "Boot" disk? 

A: A "boot" or "startup" disk is a disk containing code 
the computer uses to startup with. This disk should 
contain (in a system folder) all of the necessary 
information the computer will use in the course of 
running any application. This "boot" disk can either 
be a 3.5" floppy or a hard drive.

Because most applications are so large there is usually 
not room on the program disk to store both the program 
and data, therefore we must create our own data disk. A 
data disk is a disk that contains your work - music files, 
student records, charted drills, and so on.

"insurance" against any disasters that might befall the 
original. 

Backing up your program 

We highly recommend that you make one working 
copy of both disks contained in this package for use 
by the registered owner of this Pyware™ product.

As you work your data is safely stored on a "data" 
disk through the Save function on the File menu. 

It is, however, a good idea to continually "backup" 
your files. Backups can be made by following the 
preceding instructions or by simply using the Save 
As function on the File menu and saving to a 
different disk. 

If you consider each file as a printed copy of your 
document you would want to work wnh one copy and 
store the other in a safe place some distance from 
the original to ensure that if one is damaged it is 
unlikely the other would also be damaged by the 
same "disaster".

The type of cursor displayed depends on the current 
mode of operation of the program. For example, move 
the cursor to the menu bar and the cursor becomes a 
pointer. The pointer is mostly used to pick a function 
from the menu bar or to pick an item from the symbol 
palette. If you move the cursor over a staff (line of music) 
in the center of the screen, the cursor will change to one 
of three choices: 

1) an I-Beam which is used to select ranges of 
notes for edit and change operations, 

2) a cross hair which is used for placing, 
removing, and adjusting notes and symbols, or 

3) a larger cross hair which is used when 
manipulating staves with the Staff Tools.

III Deleting notes and symbols 

When entering notes, bar lines, etc., you may make a 
mistake in the pijch, duration, or placement of a note. 
To correct the mistake you simply delete and re-enter 
the right information. There are special high-speed 
commands for error corrections on your Quick 
Reference Card. 

Following is an example of deleting a note:

The MIDI Mouse can be tumed 
on and off by selecting the MIDI Mouse option from the MIDI 
menu.

III Adding notes using Real Time Record 
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Real TIme is used to record using a MIDI synthesizer so that 
the computer determines the duration of the notes according 
to the way you play them. The value that the computer

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5 Should you need to make any corrections on the 
notation you can make adjustments the same as 
you did your music when entering the notes with the 
mouse. You will now place the MIDI input back into 
your document.

Note: Here you have two options Insert to 
document or Align to document. AS with Insert 
vs. Align these options allow you to place the 
MIDled information into your document. Insert will 
move the document to the right, and Align will align 
the music currently in the MlnlSequencer with the 
document.

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Add Beams will automatically beam the notes into 
their proper increments. 

Clock Sync specnies internal or external clock sync. 
Use internal clock sync unless you are dumping a 
previously recorded sequence from an external 
sequencer. 

Play with Record allows you to play the current 
document as you record more data. The range 
selected in the document will play along with you as 
you play your synthesizer. 

Metronome allows you to determine the source of 
your metronome. You can select from the following: 
1) none, 2) internal, and 3) MIDI. Under MIDI you 
can set the pitch from 1-127 and the channel from 
1-16. This is useful when using an added drum 
machine to improve the sound quality of the 
metronome. 

Step Time VS. Real Time Record 

Step Time is used to set the duration value on the 
keyboard as you play into your MIDI synthesizer. This is 
done quickly by using the keypresses found on your 
Quick Reference Card. 

Real Time is used to play on a MIDI keyboard and have 
the computer determine the duration by the length the 
note was played. This takes accurate keyboard ability 
and is a different touch than playing a regular piano. 

For further details on Step Time and Real Time as well 
as other options with a MIDI keyboard see Chapter 6 
Entering notes wfth MIDI.

III About this chapter 

This chapter explains in detail how to set up the way you 
want the staves to appear in your score system. You 
can: 

increase or decrease the number of staves, 
connect with braces '{' or brackets T, 
increase or decrease the space between the 
staves, and 
save in a template file for future use. 

This chapter also covers the placement of the clef sign, 
time signature and key signatures. 

III Staff placement 

The staff placement tools are located on the Staff Tools 
symbol palette. 

These tools are used to add, remove, and relocate 
staves on your display. You can also use these tools to 
change attributes of the staves. For example, you can 
change a staff displaying 5 lines, to a staff displaying 3 
lines. You may also choose to display a one line staff lor 
percussion. This section details each tool and how it is 
used. 

Moving Staves 

1 From the Tools menu, select Staff Tools. 

2 Highlight the ~ staff tool. 

3 Click on the staff you wish to move and drag it to 
its new location. 
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Note: There must be adequate space in the 
document to move stave. H there is not refer to 
the next section ... Addlng space between 
staves. 

Adding space between staves 

1 From the Tools menu, select Staff Tools. 

2 Highlight the ~ staff tool. 

3 Click above or below the staff where space is to 
be added and drag down to add space or drag 
up to remove space. 

Note: When printing a complete score it may be 
necessary to remove space in order to get all the 
staves printed. 

Adding Staves 

1 From the Tools menu, select Staff Tools. 

2 Highlight the 1+ 1 staff tool. 

3 Click on the location you wish the new staff to 
appear. 

Note: It may be necessary to add more space 
into your file; see above section ... Addlng space 
between staves. 

Removing Staves 

1 From the Tools menu, select Staff. 

2 Highlight the E 1 staff tool.

3 Click on the staff you wish to remove. 

Note: It is necessary to remove all data from 
each staff prior to removing that staff. 

Changing Staff Type 

You can also use Ihese lools to change attributes of 
the staves; for example, the number of ledger lines 
to be displayed.

II1II Entering clefs, time signatures & keys 

Clefs, time signatures, and key signatures are each 
found on separate symbol palettes under the Tools 
menu. You can change the symbol palette to display the 
appropriate group of symbols by using the pull down 
menu titled Tools. In this pull down menu you will find 3 
related symbol groups tHled Clefs, Time Signatures, 
and Keys. 
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i Key signatures 

To place the symbols on the staff follow these steps. 

1 Display the appropriate symbol palette by 
selecting it from the pull down menu titled Tools. 

2 Using the mouse, click on the appropriate 
symbol located on the Tools palette. 

3 Move to the location on the staff where you want 
the symbol and click. 

Note: H you want a symbol under another 
symbol (stacked) such as a bass clef under a 
treble clef, make sure you are directly under the 
symbol before you click and that your <caps 
lock> key is NOT down. For more information on 
inserting vs. stacking see Chapter 11 • Editing 
Features. . 

Shortcut: To place a symbol on every stave:

This information will consist of the number 01 staves, 
staff placement, bar groupings, brace and bracket 
settings and staff labels. To save you time in setting up 
the staff format every time, Pyware™ Music Writerwill 
save any staff format so that you can use it later on a 
new file. You will save each different file as a different 
template, and each time you need to use that particular 
format you will simply open the template and save under 
a different name. 
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Note: It is a good idea to lock a template file to avoid 
writing information to~. This can be done from the 
Finder'" by clicking on the document once; from the File 
menu, select Get Info. and click the lock box. For a more 
detailed description of this feature refer to your Apple 
IIGS manual.

II1II About this chapter 

This chapter details entering musical notes with the 
mouse. If you plan to use MIDI to enter your music 
notation, you should still read this chapter. MIDI input is 
often best used to rough in music, but final cleaning of 
music is done with the mouse. In this chapter you will 
learn: 

how to enter notes, 
delete notes, 
exchange notes with another notes, 
adjust the note pitch, 
beam notes together, 
tuple notes together, and 
control or change note stem directions. 

II1II Notation symbols 

Notational symbols (notes) are found on a symbol 
palette. To display notation symbols on the symbol 
J:!8/ette select Notation from the pull down menu titled 
Tools. 

+- Notation symbols 
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Each type. of note duration is located on the symbol 
palette. You can select a note from the symbol palette 
two ways: 

Use the mouse to point to the symbol and click. 
or 

Press the key on the keyboard that stands for 
the note name; for example, W=whole note, 
O=quarter note. 

Note: Refer to your Quick Reference Card for 
the keyboard equivalents. 

Placing notes on the staff 

1 Select the duration of a note from the symbol 
palette. 

2 Move to the location on the staff where you wish 
the note placed and click the mouse. 

Note: Make sure the ledger marker is on the 
proper staff. For more information refer to the 
next section ... Ledger markers. 

Ledger Markers 

You will see a vertical dotted line follow the cross 
hair. This vertical dotted line is called the ledger 
marker. The ledger marker has two functions. 

To determine which staff the notes will be drawn 
on. 

To determine exactly how far above or below a 
staff you want a note. Each dot on the ledger 
marker represents one ledger line. 

Ch. 5 - Entering notes with the mouse 

Determining the staff 

If your staves are close together a note directly 
between two staves could be drawn down from 
the top staff or drawn up from the bottom staff. 
The location of the ledger marker determines 
which choice is made.

If you want the note to be drawn from the top 
staff, move the cursor to the middle of the top 
staff to force the ledger marker onto that staff (if 
it is nol already there) then carefully move down 
to the location under the staff where you want 
the note. Likewise, if you wanted the note to be 
drawn from the bottom staff, move the cross hair 
to the middle of the bottom staff to force the 
ledger marker onto that staff (if it is not already 
there) then carefully move up to the location 
above the staff where you want the note. 

II Stacking versus Inserting 

After locating the up/down direction of the note, decide 
whether you want the note added under an existing note 
or inserted between two existing notes. The first is called 
stacking and the latter is called inserting. 

Stacking notes 

To stack a note, place the cross hair directly in 
vertical alignment with the note you want it stacked 
with. Once located, click the mouse. 
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Note: Make sure the ledger marker is in the correct 
vertical location. 

t-stacked notes 

Inserting notes 

To insert a note hold down the <shift> key while 
clicking the mouse. A gap will be made in the music 
and the note will be inserted into the gap. If you want 
to insert many notes, press the <caps lock> key. 

If you are using more than one staff on your music, 
the second line of music will sometimes have notes 
inserted and sometimes have notes stacked so that 
the rhythms of the second staff will line up properly 
under the first staff.

Note: Don1 forget to tum off the <caps lock> key 
after you are finished. 

II1II Editing note style 
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This section discusses various attributes of'a note head; 
including: grace notes, cues, and note shapes.

To use Realign Notes:

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II1II About the MiniSequencer 

There are three ways to record MIDI transmissions into 
the Music Writer. The first is called Step time; the 
second is called Realtime; the third is the MIDI Mouse. 

MIDI Mouse works in a straightforward manner and is 
explained last; however, step time and realtime use the 
concept of a MiniSequencer which allows more editing 
flexibility. The MiniSequencerprovides a separate 
workspace of 1 or 2 staves for entering MIDI data. This 
data can then be edited before it is aligned or inserted to 
your primary document. 

II1II Marking the spot 
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The first step is to click with the I·Beam at the staff and 
horizontallocalion where the new rrusic will be placed.

This marks a location in your document for use with 
Insert to document and Align to document, which are 
explained later. If you want to use :2 staff MIDI entry, you 
should drag vertically across 2 staves when you click at 
the desired location. This will give you 2 staves in your 
MiniSequencerworkspace; otherwise, you will have only 
1 staff in the MiniSequencerworkspace. One staff will be 
preferred when you are entering non·piano music, as in 
a full score file. 

The MiniSequencerwili NOT work with more than 2 
staves.

II1II Step time record 

Step time recording is useful when the rhythms are 
difficuH to play. When you are entering a staff under a 
finished staff the correct rhythms are more Critical since 
the MIDI recording is going to merge (aligned) under 
existing music. II the rhythms are wrong, then adjusting 
the aligned music for the corrections may be time 
consuming. Therefore uSing Step time recording is 
sometimes faster. 

W~h Step time recording the amount of time you take 
between each note or chord is not important because 
the value of the note has been already set. You simply 
set the note value (duration) and then play the nole and 
it is transmitted to the Music Writer allhe value you 
determined. To use Step time: 

1 W~h the Notation palette selected, highlight the 
staff or staves on which you wish to enter the 
notes. 

2 From the MIDI menu, select Mini Sequencer. 
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3 A window will appear with your recording 
controls.Here you can determine the split point 
when using two staves; however, tempo and 
quantization are not applicable. 

4 Choose the duration you wish to play from the 
Notation palette; for example, f. = eighth, .s = 
sixteenth, etc. Rests can be entered by selecting 
rest on the palette and playing any note on the 
MIDI keyboard. You can also control stem 
direction as you normally would. 

5 From the Mini Sequencer window, select Step. 

S Play desired pitches with your MIDI synthesizer. 

Note: The duration can be changed to set other 
duration values while you are playing on your 
synthesizer. For other shortcuts refer to your 
Quick Reference Card 

7 Once you have completed your 'MIDI input" you 
may make any editing changes as usual then 
choose Insert to Document or Align to 
Document from the MIDI menu. These 
fu nctions work the same as Paste/Insert and 
Paste/Align. For a detailed comparison see 
Chapter 11 - Editing Features. 

Note: If you are unsure about where you want 
this MiniSequencer file placed you can use the 
Save As function found under the File menu. 

II1II Real time record 
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Realtime MIDI input records MIDI transmissions and 
converts them to notation. The Music Writer will click a

tempo and you should playas accurately as possible, 
holding notes to their full value. 

1 Highlight the stall or staves on which you wish to 
enter the notes. 

2 From the MIDI menu, select Mini Sequencer. 

3 A window will appear with your recording 
options. Here you will determine quantization 
value, tempo, and split POint. 

Quantization value determines the smallest 
value used by the computer to "round oil" your 
MIDI input. This value should equal the smallest 
value you wish to use in your file. 

Tempo determines the rate at which the 
metronome will guide you. 

Split point determines where the computer 
divides the keyboard when entering music on 
two staves. 

4 From the Mini Sequencer window, select Real. 

5 Play the music you wish to have recorded. 

6 Click on the Stop button when you have finished 
recording. 

Note: Music will always be added to the end of 
the Mini Sequencer. 

7 Once you have completed your MIDI input you 
may make any editing changes as usual then 
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select Align to Document or Insert to 
Document from the MIDI menu. These 
functions work the same as Pastellnsert and 
Paste/Align for a detailed collllarison see 
Chapter 11 Editing Features. 

Note: If you are unsure where you want this 
MIDled intormation you can use the save As 
function found under the File menu and save to 
a different file. 

II1II MIDI mouse 

The MIDI mouse allows you to use both the mouse and 
the MIDI synthesizer to add to your input flexibilny. From 
the MIDI menu select MIDI mouse. 

The MIDI mouse function is found on the MIDI menu and 
is displayed either on or off, similar to ShowlHide Labels. 
Selecting n when the MIDI mouse is off will tum it on and 
selecting n when the MIDI mouse is on will tum it off. 

With the MIDI Mouse on, you will be able to enter notes 
using both the mouse and your MIDI synthesizer. Simply 
select the location on the staff using the mouse and play 
the correct pitch using your synthesizer. 

This is especially useful when entering chords to 
eliminate the cumbersome task of finding a particular 
pitch with the mouse itself. 

II1II Record/Play options 
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Record Options 

Record Options allows you to choose the 
aCCidental bias, clock sync, beams, playing wnh 
record, and whether or not you want a metronome. 
Record Options is found on the MIDI menu. 
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From the MIDI menu, select Record Options, a 
window will be displayed with several record options: 
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Accidental Bias determines how the Music 
.Writerdisplays sharps or flats. You may choose 
follow which will cause the computer to follow 
the key signature in determining choice of 
accidentals. 

Add Beams will automatically beam the notes 
into their proper increments. 

Clock Sync specHies intemal or external clock 
sync. Use internal clock sync unless you are 
dumping a previously recorded sequence from 
an external sequencer. 

Play with Record allows you to play the current 
document as you record more data. Select the 
point you want the musiC to begin playing and 
the document will play along wnh you. 

Metronome allows you to determine the source 
of your metronome. You can select from the 
following: 1) none, 2) internal, and 3) MIDI. 
Under MIDI you can set the pitch from 1-127 
and the channel from 1-16. This is useful when 
using an added drum machine to improve the 
sound quality of the metronome. 
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Play Options 

Play Options is found on the MIDI menu and gives 
you a range of flexibility wnh the playback of each 
staff. 

From the MIDI menu, select Play Options, a 
window will appear:

Default Library 

There is a list of 12 instruments in the Instrument menu 
when you first load the program. It you wish to change 
the defautt library so that different instruments appear 
when you load the Music Writerlollow the steps below.

2 Place the Music Writer disk into a 3.5" drive and 
click on the disk icon to display the contents if 
they are not already displayed. 

3 Double click on the MWlnlt folder to display its 
contents and then on the Instrument folder 
inside the MWlnlt folder to display its contents.

III About this chapter 

This chapter details moving left, right, up, and down in 
your music file. If you will consider the music staves a 
long horizontal line, the screen is a window over a 
portion of the music. When you move the music, you are 
actually moving the line of music to the place you want 
to work directly under the window. You can move the 
music several ways. The horizontal scroll bar will move 
the music left or right. The vertical scroll bar will move 
the music up or down if there are more staves than will 
fij in the window. There are three Jump to commands 
that will jump directly to a measure, rehearsal marker, or 
staff. 

III Using scroll bars 

The scroll arrows are located on both sides of the long 
grey strips called the scroll bar.
